CYCLE OF THE VINES

Spring is my favorite time of year—short pants and
comfortable shirts have replaced jeans and heavy jackets for
vineyard jaunts!

That said, this wonderful season comes with an important
caveat: while the vines are thriving in the warmer weather,
all of them will begin blooming between now and the second
week of June. This is a stressful time for viticulturists, as
the tiny, nascent flowers are extremely fragile and prone to
damage from wind, heat, frost, and heavy rain or hail. Every
flower must complete pollination for a berry to form—each
damaged flower is a grape lost, reducing yields with no
benefit to wine quality. “Shatter” describes clusters with
berries missing due to failed blooming.

Whether it’s shatter, insects, or fungal pressure, Springtime
reminds me that Mother Nature always has the final word.

Here, we
source our Chardonnay fruit from Jack Ranch Vineyard, where the cool-
climate conditions are ideal for Burgundian varieties. The 2024 Chardonnay
is expressive and fragrant on the nose with jasmine, nectarine, pear, melon,
and lime zest. A satiny mouthfeel is layered with vivid flavors of pineapple,
citrus, honeycomb, and oak spice. Vibrant acidity brings elevated freshness
and elegance to a bright, expressive finish. This striking Chardonnay pairs
beautifully with seafood, roast chicken, and creamy pastas.

2023 WILLOW CUVEE - RESERVE COLLECTION

44% CABERNET SAUVIGNON, 42 % MERLOT, 13% MALBEC, 1% CABERNET FRANC | WILLOW CREEK DISTRICT, PASO ROBLES, CA

Willow Cuvée is our ode to the classic Right Bank style—a Merlot-centric blend of classic Bordeaux varieties, hailing
predominantly from blocks of 24-year-old Merlot and Cabernet Sauvignon vines at our original Quinn West estate in
the Willow Creek District. The 2023 vintage is loaded with aromas of currant, Bing cherry, graphite, s’'more, eucalyptus,
and woodsy spice. Flavors of black cherry, cranberry, blue fruits, and herbs are densely stacked and layered into a fresh,
energetic mouthfeel. Taut textures soften into an enduring finish with notes of whipped vanilla, truffle, and barrel spice.
Enjoy it with roast pork, duck breast, and other savory dishes.

Drink now with a 1 hour decant or cellar 12-16 years.

2023 TEMPRANILLO - 88% TEMPRANILLO, 8%SYRAH, 4% GRENACHE | PASO ROBLES, CA

Tempranillo is an iconic grape originating from the Iberian Peninsula that straddles both Spain and Portugal, with roots
dating back more than two thousand years. It’s no surprise that Tempranillo also thrives in the warm Mediterranean
conditions of our estate vineyards in Paso Robles, where it evokes the great wines of Rioja. Our 2023 Tempranillo is flush
with rustic varietal character, including aromas of plum skin, mulberry, summer herbs, and wild mushroom. Fresh flavors
of currant, cassis, and cherry cascade across the palate with notes of cedar, vanilla, and spice, all converging on a soft,
seductive finish. A great match for tapas, pomodoro pasta, and grilled sausage.

Drink now with a 30 minute decant or cellar 7-9 years.

2023 FUSION - 54% CABERNET SAUVIGNON, 36% SYRAH, 10% PETITE SIRAH | PASO ROBLES, CA

Fusion is the fitting name for our playful blend of Cabernet Sauvignon and Syrah. In France, these two grapes were
historically kept separate, with Syrah grown in the Rhéne Valley, and Cabernet Sauvignon dominant in Bordeaux. But once
New World winemakers discovered the remarkable synergy between these grapes, there was no turning back. Our 2023
Fusion captures this magic with aromas of violets, warm spices, plum, caramel, and oak. A bright, integrated mouthfeel is
laced with black cherry, cranberry, graphite, and loam. The finish is fleshy and full-bodied, with juicy acidity, toasted oak,
and finely tuned tannins. You’ll love this wine with burgers, pizza, and barbecued chicken.

Our Reserve Cabernet Sauvignon is a limited barrel selection from our estate vineyards in the westside Willow Creek
District—Quinn West and To The Moon. The 2023 vintage displays the breadth, structure, and staying power of a true banner
vintage in Paso Robles. The nose is abundant with aromas of plum, bramble fruits, olive, and pencil shaving. The palate is
saturated with flavors of black plum, cherry, blueberry, and accents of toasted oak. Sleek, sturdy tannins and integrated
acidity bring the wine to a rich, energetic conclusion. This wine is a smash hit with filet mignon, rack of lamb, and risotto
with parmesan and truffles.
